 The only way is from other organisms.

Organisms that rely on other ones for their energy and food supply are called heterotroph they ate also called consumers.there are many kinds of  consumers, herbivor obtaim engergy by eating only plants,such as cows sheep and deer,canivors including snake dogs and lions feed on flesh,humans bears  pigs and other ominivors eat both plannts and animals, this process of energy transfer through the ecosustem is called the food chain,for Iinstance in a prairie ecosystem , a food chaim might consist of  a producer such as grass that is fed upon by a herbivore such as a antelope,the herbivore is in turn fed upon by a canivore such as a coyote. In this situation,the carnivore is only two steps remove from the producer,Each step in a food chaini is called a trophical level.

 We can show the organisms in a ecosystem as a food chain.

Producer----------herbivore---------canivore----------………..

Producer make up the first trophic level.consumers make up the second,third or higher tropic level,in general food chains have no more than four or five trophic levels.

Each consumer depended on the trophic level below it for energy.

The amount of energy in a ecosustem can be represented by an ecological phyramid an ecological phyramid is a digram that shows the relational amounts of energy contained within each trophic level in a food chain,
